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	CLAUSES: The following items are included in the rental for the use of the Tenant: Appliances (stove, fridge,
microwave(if applicable), dishwasher, clothes washer and dryer), existing window coverings, existing light fixtures,
broadloom where laid, and the Landlord warrants that the aforesaid appliances will be in normal working order at
commencement of the Lease. Tenant covenants and agrees to keep the leased premises and the above mentioned chattels and fixtures within it for normal careful use, maintained and undamaged as would a prudent owner, except for normal wear and tear. Tenant agrees to return the property to the Landlord in a clean condition as it was on the first day of tenancy.  The Tenant agrees to be responsible for the first $50.00 per incident of any minor repairs and will notify the Landlord within 24 hours of any problems requiring maintenance and hereby agrees to provide access to the property for the Landlord to affect the same. The Tenant agrees to perform regular minor maintenance such as replacing light bulbs and fillter, removing lint waste from clothes dryer ceiling traps, and keeping the premises in clean condition.

The Tenant agrees to pay the full cost of repairs to the premises,floor, furnishings and/or appliances and any other chattels on the premises caused by his negligence or willful damage.

The Tenant agrees to be responsible for any repairs or replacement costs of any part of the leased premises, furnishings or chattels included in the rent due to the presence of any pets on the premises. Tenant further agrees that if pets are kept on the premises, Tenant shall, at lease termination, have existing carpets professionally cleaned and make any repairs that may be necessary to restore any damages caused by pets.

The Tenant agrees not to paint or wallpaper or decorate or alter any part of the demised premises without the prior
written consent of the Landlord, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.
Tenant covenants with the Landlord during his/her occupancy of the premises not to alter or cause to be altered the
locking system giving entry to the premises, except with the prior written consent of the Landlord

Tenant agrees to give the Landlord prompt immediate written notice in the event of any accident or emergency
affecting the plumbing, gas, heating, or electrical system serving the premises. The Tenant shall not hire any trades
people or contractors to do any work on the premises without the prior written consent of the Landlord.

Tenant covenants with the Landlord to abide by the rules and regulations of the complex and not to do or cause
anything to be done which may be deemed to be disturbing to other tenants.

Tenant covenants and agrees that only themselves and their children to a maximum of _____Two (2)______ people will
personally occupy the premises during the Lease, and the Tenant will not assign or sublet all or any part of the
premises to anyone without the prior written consent of the Landlord.

Tenant covenants with the Landlord, upon the termination of this Lease pursuant to the terms of the Residential
Tenancies Act, to deliver up possession of the premises to the Landlord or his/her authorized agent, and further to
surrender all keys or entrance devices relating to the premises, entrance doors or other doors to the building, mailbox
keys, electronic garage door cards (if supplied by the Landlord), and any other entrance device to the premises of the
building.
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	CLAUSES_1: Tenant shall pay $20.00 service charge for each N.S.F., or returned cheque.

In the event that the Tenant is obligated to vacate the premises on or before a specified date, and the Landlord enters
into a lease with a third party to rent the premises for any period thereafter to such third party and the Tenant fails to
vacate the premises on or before the due date thereby causing the Landlord to be liable to such third party, the Tenant
will (in addition to all liability for compensation to the Landlord for over-holding) indemnify the Landlord for all
losses suffered thereby as a result thereof.

The landlord may enter the rental unit without notice:
i. if there is a genuine emergency;
ii. if the tenant agrees to let the landlord in.
The landlord may enter between the hours of 8 am to 8 pm with minimum 24 hours notice if;
i. the Landlord and Tenant have agreed to terminate the Lease or notice to do so has been given, to allow the Landlord
or his/her Agent to show property to potential Tenants or Buyers;
ii. the rental agreement requires the landlord to clean the unit 

If the tenant does not provide a notice of termination at the end of the lease term, the lease will automatically convert to a month-to-month tenancy with rent increased according to board with the written consent of the landlord. The Tenant undertakes to secure and pay for a Tenant's Package Insurance Policy on the leased premises. Tenant further agrees to provide a copy of insurance policy or binder to Landlord as confirmation of said coverage. Insurance is to contain general liability provisions and also cover insurance on Tenant's personal property. And the tenant or the landlord can terminate the lease with at least 60 days notice. The tenant agrees to allow the landlord or his/her agent to show the property to potential tenant or buyers by appointment between 8am-8pm upon at least 24 hours notice given to the tenant during (2)  TWO month prior to the expiry of the lease.

Tenant agrees to provide the deposit by certified cheque, money order, or bank draft prior to 6:00pm on the first
business day after the acceptance of this offer.  Tenant agrees to advance 10 post-dated cheques payable to the
Landlord before commencement of the initial Lease term.

The Tenant should be completely familiar with the proper and safe operation of all of the appliances in the unit,
including the stove, dishwasher, microwave(if applicable), refrigerator, washer, and dryer (including the proper
cleaning of the both of the lint trap in the dryer and the ceiling-mounted lint traps), before attempting to use any of the
appliances. The Tenant is responsible for cleaning and maintaining these appliance systems. If an unsafe condition
arises, the Landlord is to be contacted IMMEDIATELY. Under no circumstances should an unsafe appliance be
operated, even if not using the appliance may cause inconvenience to the Tenant.

Tenant agrees to obey the pet policy as per the rules and regulations of the Condominium Corporation and rental
agreement; otherwise the lease will be terminated within 30 days notice.
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	CLAUSES_2: Tenant agrees not to put or pour any debris, grease, paper towel, Q-Tips, tampons, newspaper, food or any other
matter in the sink drain or toilets. Tenant agrees to pay the entire amount of bills for all sewer cleaning services
resulting from clogged pipes/sewer back up.

The Tenant shall, at their own expense, obtain and maintain "all risk" property insurance in respect of the Tenant's
contents and personal effects in the Premises as well as comprehensive liability insurance in an amount not less than
TWO million ($2,000,000.00) dollars and any other insurance coverage for the Premises. A Proof of Insurance Certificate of Insurance must include insurer full legal name, policy number, policy period, limits and specified coverage. The landlord must be added as Additional Insured with respect to liability and Loss Payee with respect to property, with any amendment or cancellation of the policy a 30 days written notice of cancellation must be given to the landlord) A copy of the insurance policy must be presented to the landlord prior to the key release. Tenant acknowledges that the landlord
insurance provides no coverage to the tenant and/or the tenants' personal property or their actions, whether accidental
or intentional, and the landlord will not be responsible to cover or compensate the tenant in the event of flood, fire,
theft or Acts of God.

Tenant agrees to cooperate and not prevent landlord or his representatives to enter the property. Tenant agrees to keep
the property in good, tidy condition, and clean during showing times.

The Tenant acknowledges that the landlord will make periodic inspections of the premises, with notice given in
accordance with the Residential Tenancy Act, and the Tenant agrees to not hamper the access.

Tenant shall, at its own expense, furnish and replace all light bulbs and filters. 
Tenant agrees no outside shoes and/or boots are to be worn on carpeted area of unit.

The tenant acknowledges and agrees that the premises will not be used as a grow op or for any criminal activities. if
the tenant uses the property as a grow op or for any criminal activities it will result in an immediate suspension of the
lease and all monies paid hereunder shall be forfeited to the landlord without prejudice to the landlord's right to seek
compensation for additional damages.Tenant agrees to pay any and all legal costs including other costs (i.e. court
filing costs, administration costs etc.) which the landlord will incur should the tenant default on his lease terms.

The Landlord shall pay real estate taxes, [condominium fees and parking] and maintain fire insurance on the premises. Tenant acknowledges the Landlord's fire insurance on the premises provides no coverage on Tenant's personal property.

Tenant is solely responsible for coordinating with the building for their move in and out, which may include fees
and/or elevator bookings. This may require a deposit or costs that the landlord is not responsible to provide or
organize. Any and all damages caused to the elevator or building will be at the expense of the tenant. The landlord has
no responsibility regarding to the availability of neither the elevator nor the buildings policies for moving in or out.
Tenant acknowledges that rules and regulations of the condominium corporation may forbid moving in or out of the
buildings on Sundays and/or statutory Holidays.

Tenant agrees to not leave any of his belongings, personal property, garbage, furniture, rubbish and/or debris in the
suite after the termination date of the lease. Tenant gives consent to the landlord to remove or dispose any personal
property left in the suite after the termination of the lease at the tenant's own cost and expense.

Tenant agrees to conduct a move out inspection together with the landlord representative on or before the 5:00pm last
day of tenancy.

The Tenant agrees to provide copies of Driver's licenses and/or copies of Passports of all occupants of the premises.

Tenant agrees to pay $300 deposit on/before receiving the keys. Once the items are returned to the owner in the condition
in which it was given, the deposit will be returned to the tenant in the form of a check/cash/EMT within 2 weeks of their
departure inspection.

The Tenant agrees to pay the cost of the Hydro/ Heat/ Water utility required on the premises during the term of the lease and any extension thereof. Tenant further agrees to provide proof to the Landlord on or before the date of possession that the services have been transferred to the Tenant's name.
